End of Life Decisions

On Jan. 16th, Pastoral Care sponsored a speaker to discuss  
end of life decisions and creating an Advance Medical Directive. 
Dr. Karen Karn spoke about issues to consider when discussing 
how you want to be cared for in the end of life. We looked at 
several sample directives, all which had strong and weak points. 
Making an informed choice involves gathering information 
and taking the time for an open discussion of your wishes with 
family members. 

An Advance Medical Directive is important. It allows you to:

•	 Name someone you trust to safeguard your life when you 		
	 cannot speak for yourself as your “health care agent”  
•	 Name backup agents if your first choice can’t serve  
•	 Describe the treatment you do and do not want to guide 		
	 your health care agent and physicians  

•	 Protect your family and health care agent from pressure 		
	 from health care providers and others by allowing them to 		
	 prove what you really did want  
•	 Relieve the agony of decision making for them by making 		
	 your wishes clear (Excerpt from National Right to Life Web Site)

Let’s Count Our Blessings

There have been many changes underway since I 
arrived here. Most notably, we have launched our 
capital campaign “Journey of Hope-Embracing Our 
Future”. As many of you who are homeowners know, 
life is full of expensive maintenance and repairs. We 
are making every effort to care for this house of God in 
an economic and responsible fashion.

We have been aggressively seeking bids for our 
projected needs. We are preparing for our proposed 
needs of resurfacing 1/3 of our parking lot, sanding 
and refinishing flooring, completing the restoration of 
our Church, replacing carpeting, removing asbestos 
to replace our hot water heater and many other capital 
improvements.

Our current debt on the new church is just over two 
million dollars. We have been able to assume that 
mortgage payment into our annual budget and will 
have the mortgage completely paid off in 10 years. The 
scrip project generates a couple of thousand dollars a 
year to help pay for the new church building. 

In 2006, we had just over 1.3 million dollars in 
contributions with about 1478 families contributing to 
the needs of our parish. Twenty-nine families contribute 

over $5000 each (17% of our total contributions) and 
380 families contribute over $1000 each (57% or our 
total contributions). Contributions have been steady, 
allowing us to keep up-to-date on our costs.  

We have many people involved in this parish through 
stewardship of their time and talents. 

n	� We have 30 people involved as Pastoral Care 
Ministers, 47 people who pray faithfully for the 
needs of our parish family, 22 couples who help 
couples preparing for marriage. 

n	� Each week over 325 ministers serve the formation 
needs of our youth. 

n	� Nearly 5,000 pounds of food were collected during 
the last year for food shelf needs.

n	� Many wonderful parishioners serve on a variety of 
committees, commissions and councils. 

n	� Each weekend, 53 Eucharistic Ministers, 8 Lectors, 
8 servers, 24 hospitality ministers, 4 cantors, two 
accompanists and many choir members make our 
worship as a community possible. 

n	� Over 1300 families have been part of our parish for 
more than 10 years.

More Work to Achieve Capital Campaign Goals

After running a household with my wife for many 
years I am aware of how difficult it can be to deal 
with ongoing and sometimes unexpected maintenance 
and repair expenses. In just the last few months our 
household has had unexpected repairs, such as:

3	� Driveway—should we go with sand-jacking or  
mud-jacking? ($1200)

3	� Cars—Is that fluid leaking out of the front end really 
a problem? ($600)

3	� Landscape—Wow those trees got big! ($1500)

In addition, we are looking at future restoration 
projects that include tuck-pointing our brick work and 
replacing our roof. It is always surprising how quickly 
maintenance and repair expenses can add up.

When I was asked to work on the Capital Campaign 
to raise money for the many restoration, repair and 
maintenance projects at St. Joseph Parish, I understood 
the importance of raising these funds and am 
committed to helping the parish address these needs.

As a long time parishioner, I am often inspired by the 
dedication of both paid staff and volunteers who are 
instrumental in parish operations. Providing spiritual 
guidance, education and administration to 2400 
families is a daunting task that they are often asked to 
operate on a ‘shoe-string’ budget. I am impressed with 
what good stewards St. Joseph’s is of the hard-earned 
money I give to them.

I am pleased to report that the Capital Campaign is off 
to a strong start towards our goal of $296,000. To date 
we have received $66,168 in pledges. As you can see, we 
have a ways to go. So, I want to share a few thoughts 
regarding the campaign. 

If every parish family participated in the campaign, 
achieving our goal would be easy. If each of 2400 
families gave $125 we would achieve our goal. I know 
not all families can afford this kind of unexpected 
expenditure, but I believe most can. Any family with 
children playing hockey, baseball, or other sports 
easily spends this amount and more during a season. 

While I believe sports are an important part of a child’s 
development, I would maintain a child’s spiritual 
education is equally if not more important.

Repairs for a facility the size of St. Joseph are bound to 
be substantial and will be ongoing. While we have a 
new church, the new building was added on to existing 
structures which must continue to be maintained. 
Additionally, the new church is now 10 years old—not 
so new anymore. Windows and flashing are in need 
of repair, carpeting is showing signs of wear, and 
the floor will need to be refinished in just two years. 
Further, the parking areas are deteriorating and in need 
of attention. These types of repairs will continue to 
crop up and that is why it is so important to take care 
of what is needed now. Additionally, the parish needs 
to establish a future improvement fund which is an 
integral part of this campaign.

I have been surprised to learn that some parishioners 
are concerned at having renovation of Old St. Joe’s a 
part of the campaign. Renovation of the old church is 
less an option than it is an obligation. Old St. Joe’s is 
a consecrated church that is in the care of the people 
of our parish. Historically, it is the second oldest 
building in Lino lakes—a true landmark beyond just 
our Catholic community. In addition, it is the anchor 
to a beautiful cemetery where many of our beloved 
ancestors are buried.  

Before the renovation work began, the building was 
getting to the point where it had to either be restored 
or torn down. I am personally thankful to the group of 
people who took on this project and brought it this far 
largely with outside contributions, volunteer labor and 
in-kind donations. As these sources of revenue become 
exhausted, I am hopeful that the entire parish can come 
together to embrace the renovation of Old St. Joe’s and 
bring it to final completion.

St. Joseph Parish is an important contributor to the 
quality of my life and the spiritual lives of my family.  
With some prayerful contemplation I think most of us 
would say the same.  I am glad to have the opportunity 
to give back in a small way to ensure we are able to 
maintain and enjoy the quality of facilities we have 
come to expect here at St Joseph.

RCIA—Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults
As we move through the Lenten Season our nine 
candidates and four catechumens have also entered a 
new phase of their journey to Easter sacraments. On 
the first Sunday of Lent each of them entered their 
names into the Book of the Elect at the 9:30 Mass. That 
afternoon they were presented to Archbishop Harry 
Flynn at the cathedral along with hundreds of other 
individuals preparing to be received into the Church. 
The ‘elect’ are those who are ‘chosen’ which means they 
are the ones who will receive sacraments of initiation 
at the Easter Vigil. This event also marks their entering 
a period of preparation called: Enlightenment. This is a 
period of more intensive reflection on their relationship 
with God. At this point the church calls them to a 
deeper examination of their lives in light of the gospel. 
This is done in a public way on the third, fourth, and 
fifth Sundays of Lent when we celebrate the minor 
Rites of Scrutiny. At these Masses the catechumens 
and candidates are dismissed from the worshiping 
assembly after the Homily. They gather in a conference 
room to reflect on the Word together. The reality and 
symbolism here is that since they are not baptized or 
haven’t  professed membership in our Church, they are 
not yet ready to take communion with the initiated and 
are still preparing themselves to receive the Eucharist 
at the Easter Table. Please keep them in your prayers.

Journey of Hope Parish Mission, February 12-14.
Dr. Kathleen Chesto led a wonderful spiritual renewal 
of all those many people who attended this year’s 
parish mission. Her theme was: Journey of Hope. 
The first night focused on: the Path of Holiness and 
emphasized the importance of ‘waking up’ to the 
presence of God in the large and small events of daily 
life and allowing those awarenesses to transform 
our spirits and our lives. The second night focused 
on the Path Of Love, with a special emphasis on the 
importance of not holding on to our anger and grudges 
and doing the important work of healing ourselves and 
others as Jesus did.

The third and final night focused on the Path of Hope 
and a challenge for all of us to use prayer to embrace 
even the darkness in our lives as a path for allowing 
God’s love to fill up our lives. We are called to  live as 
‘lights’ in a world that still doesn’t know the saving 
work of Jesus.

Thanks to all who contributed to this project 

before Christmas. The Boys and Girls Club on the 
reservation built a new ice rink but the children had no 
skates. They are very grateful for those who donated 
skates.

Global Family Connections Fair Trade Event, January 
27-28. Fair Trade is a growing movement in many 
parts of our world. It allows growers and craftsmen 
and women the opportunity to get a fair price for their 
goods without having to be a part of a large and often 
oppressive corporation, sweatshop or plantation.

In the three events so far this year the parish has 
purchased 150 pounds of coffee from co-op growers 
in Antigua Guatemala, $1000 worth of chocolate, tea, 
and nuts from growers in Africa, supported Good 
Shepherd sister Patricia Marie and the hand-made crafts 
she brings from Fair Trade artisans and sister Rose Vu 
by purchasing over 3,000 home made egg rolls which 
allows her to fund schools, housing for lepers, bicycles 
for transportation, cows and seeds to help families to 
become self-sustaining, and water wells. 

St. Joe’s 9th grade teens also got involved by researching 
the unfair distribution of wealth between rich and poor 
on the planet. They also collectively contributed $1000 
from their pockets for the purchase of one cow, 15 bikes, 
2 water wells, and rice for the missions in Vietnam. 
They were also a big help working in the Great Hall and 
Kitchen during the Fair Trade events.

Thanks to those who brought coats and blankets for 
Joseph’s Coats store front ministry in St. Paul. This 
ministry was brought to our attention by one of our 
Small Church Communities. Also thanks to those who 
brought shoes and socks for the Guadalupe Mexico 
Orphanage. Mence and Al Robinson have been working 
with Tapestry ministries to bring shoes, socks, to the 500 
orphans who will be housed in this new orphanage. 

Prison Ministry at Lino Lakes Prison. St. Joe’s is 
beginning several initiatives to develop a relationship 
with the prison community. We are in need of 3-4 people 
to take turns leading music on Sundays at the 1:00 p.m. 

Catholic Mass. We are also looking for men from the 
parish who would be interested in learning more about 
mentoring needs at the prison. There are 1300 inmates at 
the prison and most of them will be reentering society. 
Mentoring relationships go a long way to help with 
the transition. We will be working with IFI (Interfaith 
Fellowship Initiative). It is a very well organized 
and supervised program of mentoring. A minimum 
18 month commitment is required with at least one 
meeting a week. For more information about the above
