First Eucharist

During Mass, the children bring

up wheat, each stalk representing a
little grain that goes into making our
communion bread. Some of them also
understand that each stalk is like each
person in church—alone there’s not
enough. To make “church” we need to
be with others.

One custom at St. Joseph’s is having the
children stand with the Presider for the
Eucharistic Prayer. We explain to the

children that a long time ago (even older

than their parents) everyone stood with

the priest to say the prayers. This is their

turn, since we can't all fit any more.

This year during five weeks in the Easter

season, 132 children came to the “big
table” to receive the gift of Eucharist for
the first time. On behalf of the children
and their families, many thanks to the

church of St. Joseph for making them feel
welcome and being a good model of how

we respond to God’s call.
