Feast of Saint Joseph

We will celebrate our patronal feast with the receiving
and blessing of the Saint Joseph the Betrothed Icon.
Debra Korluka was commissioned a year ago to

write a Saint Joseph Icon through the generosity of
an anonymous benefactor. Debra writes icons in the
Orthodox Byzantine tradition and has exhibited her
work nationally and abroad. She has studied with
masters from Ukraine and Russia and has been
commissioned by many churches and collectors
locally and across the United States. We will receive
our new Saint Joseph Icon on Thursday, March 13.
Debra will give an “Introduction on the Tradition
and Theology of Iconography and the New Saint
Joseph Icon” on Thursday, March 13, at 7:.00 pm. This
event is in conjunction with the annual Council of
Catholic Women (CCW) Lenten Retreat. And then on
the traditional Feast of Saint Joseph, Wednesday,
March 19, at 7:00 pm, Debra will be back out for a
presentation on the detail of the Joseph Icon and then
we will formally bless the icon. The icon will be placed
in the worship space during the Easter season before
both the Icon of Mary and the new icon of Joseph are
mounted on the wall in the chapel.

Holy Week

Holy Week is the name given by our ancestors to

this one week of all the year. This ancient designation
should lead us to enter this week with reverence,
embrace its demands with delight, and celebrate its
rites with care, devotion and the energy they deserve.
To celebrate Holy Week is, after all, to celebrate who
we have become through Christ’s paschal mystery.
