The Bible—How To Read It As A Catholic

On April 14 and 16, Dr. Cathy Cory from St. Thomas
University gave a presentation on the importance of
understanding how to approach the issues of revelation
and interpretation of the Bible from a Catholic
perspective. Our tradition does not support a literal,
fundamentalist reading of the scriptures.

Pontifical Biblical
Commission’s
“Interpretation of the
Bible in the Church”
(1993)

Fundamentalist
interpretation starts
from the principle that
the Bible, being the
word of God, inspired
and free from error,
should be read and
interpreted literally in
all its details. But by
“literal interpretation” it understands a naively literalist
interpretation, one, that is to say, which excludes every
effort at understanding the Bible that takes account of its
historical origins and development.

The basic problem with fundamentalist interpretation
of this kind is that, refusing to take into account the
historical character of biblical revelation, it makes itself
incapable of accepting the full truth of the incarnation itself..
Fundamentalism also places undue stress upon the
inerrancy of certain details in the biblical texts,
especially in what concerns historical events or
supposedly scientific truth. It often historicizes material
which from the start never claimed to be historical.

Bibles that are approved and within the tradition of
the Catholic Church.

The New American Bible is the one used for the U.S.
Lectionary and heard at Mass. Originally published in
1970.

The Douay-Rheims Bible is the first English Catholic
version first published in the early 17th century.

The Revised Standard Version—Catholic Edition.
Translated directly from the original Hebrew, Aramaic
and Greek in the 1950’s. Regarded for its accuracy.

The New Revised Standard Version—Catholic Edition.
First published in 1990. Uses more inclusive language
than the RSV.

The Jerusalem Bible. Translated from the French Bible
de Jerusalem in 1966.

The New Jerusalem Bible. Published in 1985 and
regarded for being highly literate, poetic and
beautifully written.

Good News Translation. The GNT was compiled in
1976. It is more accessible because of its simple
vocabulary and sentence structure.

Christian Community Bible. The first English
translation of the Bible made in the third world and has
a social justice angle.

The St. Joseph’s Edition. Inexpensive, has maps and an
index. It is very popular with Bible study groups.
